Where waste is to be consigned for Low Level Waste Disposal, it must either be Secondary Waste from a Treatment Service or have been accepted by LLW Repository Ltd as being non-compactable low level waste and the inaccessible voidage within the Waste Consignment must be less than 10% after grouting.
6. The Waste Consignment must be free from non-permitted external contamination.

7. The Waste Consignment must be packaged in compliance with the relevant Regulations for Road, Rail and Sea Transportation and the relevant Certificate of Approval for the Package including the requirements of any Packing and Handling Instructions.
