2. Equipment requirements

The equipment that is required to Load and secure the container is as follows:
e Suitable blocking for the container as shown in Figure 1. Approx dimensions are as
follows (L x W x H):
o 2 blocks 2570mm x 760 mm x 370mm
o 2 blocks 1180mm x 580mm x 370mm
Sulfficient lifting straps for lifting the boxes into and out of the container

Method

Loading of Berglof boxes should be in a manner to prevent free movement of contents during
transport operations. The centre of gravitiy of the container shall be within the prescribed
limits, as deifined in Section 7 of the Packaging and Handling instructions for the TC01, TC03
and TCO09 container (OM_010290 _MECH_00001_E).

Place the Berglof boxes into the container. The boxes shall sit up against the container walls
as shown in in Figure 1. Note the lifting straps that are used to lift the boxes into the container
shall remain with the boxes to enable removal of the boxes at the receiving facility.

Once the boxes have been placed in the container fit blocking between the boxes and the
container wall where appropriate. The blocking shall be as a minimum half way up the boxes.
The blocking shall fit securely between the boxes and the container wall where appropriate.
