Customer Damage Reporting Form



Introduction

It is essential that the Mechanical/Radiological integrity of the LLWR fleet of IP-2-TC02 Reusable Containers is maintained and compliant with Transport Regulations. To assist in achieving this Customers/Consignors are required in accordance with the terms of their contract with LLWR to record any accidental damage sustained to a container upon receipt either during transport to their premises or whilst it is in their custody.

This will allow LLWR to maintain a continuous record of any damage incurred during shipments in order that the Design Authority is able to assess the cumulative effect of damage and initiate repairs during scheduled maintenance.

Procedure

1. Customers are required to identify any NEW damage.

2. Customers are required to complete the grid reference in Appendix 1 ensuring the information is also transferred to section B (Appendix 2) with a brief description of the damage in section C (Appendix 2).

3. Please also ensure that sections D to I are completed (Appendix 2)

4. This form must be attached to the Transport Documentation provided to the Carrier (Note – The Document Holder is located on the end wall of the container).

5. The customer who completes Damage Ref No 10 (Appendix 2) is required to return the completed form to the LLW Repository Transport and Logistics Team

Note

This customer damage report form must be completed in conjunction with the packing and handling instruction and completing the radiological checks listed in the TC02 release procedure.

· TC02 Release Procedure Guidance Note – PAA/GN05 details the radiological monitoring procedures, limits, equipment and reporting procedures specific for the TC02 container.
